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Building for the Future, One Donor at a Time

ith great energy, enthusi-
asm and excitement, the
Friends of the South

Coastal Library, FOSCL, is moving
ahead with its campaign to create a
state-of-the-art library/cultural cen-
ter for our community by expand-
ing and renovating the current facil-
ity at 43 Kent Avenue in Bethany
Beach. The FOSCL Capital
Campaign Committee is very aware
that it will take a vast array of time,
talent and generosity from the com-
munity to reach our challenging
goal of $3.5 million. We are
pleased to report, based on early
indications, that residents of the
South Coastal region are ready,
willing, and able to do their part to
make this project a reality.

The campaign was officially kicked
off at the Inaugural Harvest Ball in
October of 2006, and we have
already raised $750,000 toward our
ultimate goal. This exciting begin-
ning has been made possible by

FOSCL’s generous initial donation
to the project and by support of
foundations, local townships,
landowners, individuals and busi-
nesses. The tremendous success of
the Harvest Ball and the already
impressive response to the end-of-
year appeal have borne witness to
the strong backing that we have from
the community for this campaign.

There has been much progress in
the campaign since our last report
to you in this newsletter. The coun-
ty has hired an engineering/archi-
tectural team, Studio JAED, to
design the new facility, and an
aggressive timetable has been set
for the project. Following the rave
reviews for the October 2006
Harvest Ball, we have scheduled
the Second Annual Harvest Ball for
October 13th, 2007. Additionally,
an Advisory Board of area leaders
met for the first time to confirm that
they will be donating their time and
financial support to the campaign.

Senator George Bunting and Representative
Gerald Hocker are serving as Honorary Co-chair-
men of the Capital Campaign.

With much gratitude, we thank
those leaders in our community
who attended this first Advisory
Board meeting; we are very appre-
ciative of having them as part of the
team that will focus on raising the
funds necessary for the expansion.
In addition to the Honorary Co-
Chairmen of the Capital Campaign,
State Senator George Bunting and
