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Annual Meeting to Feature Plans for the Expanded Library

and Cultural Center

Members of the Friends of the South Coastal Library are cordially
invited to attend the 2007 Annual Meeting, scheduled for Saturday,
September 29th at the Bethany Beach Town Hall (please note the
new location). The meeting will begin at 10 a.m. There is no charge
to attend, and light refreshments will be served.

Following a short business meeting, there will be a presentation on
the upcoming expansion of the library and cultural center. This
building project, anticipated to commence in October 2007, will
increase the size of the South Coastal Library and Cultural Center
from 10,000 square feet to more than 20,000 square feet. By expand-
ing the first floor and adding an addition to the back of the existing
structure, the renovated library will include a multipurpose room
capable of accommodating 150 persons, an additional conference
room for groups of fifteen persons, state-of-the art technological
equipment, and more space for programming for all ages of library
patrons.

Philip Conte, AIA, will lead the discussion on the new library's
design (pictured below). Phil has been working closely with FOSCL
representatives and Sussex County administrators on the new facil-
ity. He received his bachelor's degree in architecture and graduated
Summa Cum Laude from Temple University where he also received
the Senior Thesis Award and was the class valedictorian. Phil's
strength and qualifications are in his ability to achieve the project
objectives through a logical, rational work plan. As Project
Architect/Project Manager with Studio Jaed, his responsibilities
include programming, planning, design, specification and construc-
tion administration, and acting as lead liaison between the owner
and project team.

FOSCL launched its Capital Campaign last October at the Harvest Ball (to be held again this year
on October 13th), and got off to a great start with the help of a significant startup donation from
FOSCL itself in the amount of $500,000. Contributions from individual, corporate, and foundation
donors and the Harvest Ball event have helped the campaign reach the $1.4 million dollar mark. Our
gratitude goes out to all of you who continue to support this effort.

Progress continues to be made on building plans, with construction bids going out in August and the
actual construction beginning in the fall. The library will be forced to close at this point, but will be
temporarily located in Millville, east of the Beebe Emergency Clinic in a portion of the space vacat-
ed by Creative Concepts. This will provide only one third of the space that the library currently
occupies, but will make it possible for the SCL to continue to provide as many services as possible
to the community while construction is underway. And then everyone can rejoice as the new facili-
ty opens in the fall of 2008!

The campaign has come a long way, BUT we still have a long way to go to make our financial com-
mitment to this project. FOSCL needs your continued support to achieve our goal. While members
of our Campaign Committee are reaching out to donors to match the generosity of the Freeman
Foundation's gift, we need to ask each of you to keep an eye on the events coming up that will help
us bring in the resources we need. In this newsletter, you can read about the Harvest Ball and how
you can purchase a ticket or table and have a really great time. Additionally, several restaurant own-
ers have been generous in providing donations from restaurant “nites” geared toward giving a part
of their evening's profits to the campaign. Those restaurants that have already hosted these evenings
this spring were Steakhouse 26, Bethany Blues and Magnolia's.

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Director’s TReport

Maybe. Possibly. Probably. Almost certainly.

If you have visited the library this summer and asked the staff questions about the library's move and
construction project, you have definitely heard these words. And that ends anything I can say for cer-
tainty. Of course, this may all have changed by the time the newsletter is printed. (The only thing cer-
tain is change, you know.)

It is in this spirit that I will attempt to let you know of our (possible) plans.

1) Yes, we will be moving out during the library construction period.

2) We will be moving into a building next to the Millville Emergency Center, in the storefront that faces
Rt. 26 (probably).

3) We will be closed for approximately a month to make this move (maybe). The move should begin
sometime in September.

4) Groundbreaking for expansion and renovation could be in October.

5) It should take 14 months to complete the project and reopen the new library facility (I can't even say
possibly with a straight face here. Just think of the last construction timetable you endured.)

Now that everything is clear, and assuming the library moves into its temporary location, let me tell you
what materials and services we can provide to our users. (Remember that this building is less than a
third of the space we have now.)

e 2/3 of our materials will be going into storage during construction. The remaining 1/3 will be avail-
able at the temporary location, mainly new materials. If the shelves look partly empty, remember that
we also have to leave room for all the materials we will be purchasing during this time.

* Hold materials delivered to our library during the move will be cancelled unless you wish us to send
them to another library for pickup. Please call the library at 302-539-5231 to change delivery site before

the move.

* Be assured that we will still be placing and filling holds, allowing you to pick items up at the tempo-
rary location.

* Programming? We are searching for places to hold a few library programs. (We can't hold them in
the temporary location-space is at a premium.) Let us get our house in order, and then we will see what
we can arrange.

* Staff? All the regular staff will be there-nobody is getting sent to Siberia. Yet...
